● Jesus sent His 12 disciples out two by two 

● The disciples went to preach repentance and cast out devils from people

● After their task, Jesus departed with them to a desert place to rest 

● The multitude followed Him to the desert

● Jesus was interrupted with His rest with His disciples, but He had 

compassion for them

Context
